Program content includes the following areas:





Knowledge of eye conditions associated with blindness and low vision 


Knowledge of the impact of visual impairment on student development 


Assessment of visual functioning


Design and implementation of curriculum designed to meet the unique needs of visually impaired learners 


Mastery of braille and skill in teaching braille reading and writing


Knowledge of basic Nemeth Code of Mathematics and Scientific Notation


Knowledge of basic orientation and mobility techniques


Knowledge of adapted technology used with students who are visually impaired


Knowledge of daily living skills, recreation skills and vocational skills needed for students who are visually impaired








Responsibilities for a Teacher of Students  with Visual Impairment include the following: 


teach braille, compensatory skills, use of optical aids, etc.


provide adaptations and academic support for the curriculum K-12


create an IEP that reflects the student’s academic and expanded core curriculum needs


work with parents, teachers, support workers and administration to ensure best programming possible for the student


use the school and community resources to develop living skills, facilitate integration, and enhance recreation and leisure involvement


complete assessments regarding functional vision and learning media


be prepared to travel from school to school to work with your students


provide in-services and information to school personnel about specific eye conditions and their impact on learning, as well as interpret medical reports
